Rugged mountains, shimmering ice sheets, and unique wildlife
create an unforgettable and remote landscape. Explore at your own pace: watch tuxedoed penguins
waddle across the rocky terrain, spot giant elephant seals lounging along the shore, or simply take in the
haunting beauty of this extraordinary destination.

VISA.

For British passport holders a VISA for Argentina, Antarctica and Chile is not required. Full details can be found on
the GOV.UK website. Your passport needs to valid for the duration of your stay. 

INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR CRUISE.

For your comfort and convenience, guests who have not completed their Online Check-In should arrive at the
cruise terminal no later than two hours prior to the scheduled embarkation time printed on your cruise
documents. Guests who have completed their Online Check-In should arrive at the terminal no later than one
hour prior to the scheduled embarkation time printed on your cruise documents. 

IS THERE A MINIMUM AGE TO HAVE MY OWN CABIN?

Yes, anyone aged 21 or younger cannot have their own cabin and must share with an adult. 

WHAT ARE THE AGE RESTRICTIONS FOR ALCOHOL ONBOARD?

The minimum age to consume alcohol onboard is 21. On the roundtrip South American sailings, guests 18 years
of age and older will be allowed to consume beer and wine only, without having to complete the Young Adult
Alcoholic Beverage Waiver form.
